The early days after his accident were very painful for Reeve. His
37 kept filling with water so he had to be helped to breathe. Eventually,
however, Reeve’s health stabilised enough for him to travel — always in his
wheelchair — and to engage in research. He and his wife set up the foundation to help
others with similar injuries, like Rob.
Reeve 38 several infections during the nine years he survived
after the accident, but he eventually died of a heart attack in October 1994.
